HEATINGéIt will not be long until you need 

to heat your home.  To ensure your  

heating is working properly, you should: 

¶ Change the furnace filter if  it needs  

       changing. (Call the office for appointment.) 

¶ Turn the control to ñheatò or push the button to 
show ñheatò on some thermostats. 

¶ Set the temperature about 50 degrees above room 
temperature.  Allow the furnace to begin to heat 

your home. 

¶ If after a minute or two heat is coming out of your 
vents, shut off furnace. 

¶ If furnace DOES NOT start after two attempts to 
start it, call the office for assistance:   

     520-393-7891. 

 If you are preparing to return to Green Valley soon, here 

are some things to do to make life easier when you ar-

rive: 

WATER TURN ON:  Remember: requests to turn on 

your water must be in writing and must be received 3 

business days in advance.  (An email or fax is          

sufficient also; See page 11 of this newsletter.)  

Maintenance workers turn on the water, the hot water 

heater and check inside your villa for leaking fixtures/

pipes/toilet.  Also, the heating and cooling units are 

checked.  These work orders need to be scheduled for 

timely completion.  The $50 fee is still in force for turn-

ing on the water in less than 3-business days.              

Important:  the water must be turned on  BEFORE 

Southwest Gas comes to turn on the gas. 

¶ Call Tucson Electric to have electricity turned on 
about a week before you plan to arrive, (if you had it 

turned off  before leaving.) 

¶ Advise the office if you need your address changed 
back to Green Valley. We do not  automatically do it. 

¶ Call Southwest Gas lasté.after the water and       
electricity dates are arranged.  (Have the gas turned 

on a day or two before your arrival.)  If the gas     

company must turn on your gas, they will need a key.  

Call the office to leave your key in an arranged place 

for the gas company (usually on top the hot water 

heater) at the time the water is turned on. 

Telephone numbers for these services are on page 2 of 

this newsletter.
